On December 9, 2014, the operating subsidiaries entered into an incremental facility agreement
that provided for an additional $40.0 million of revolving credit commitments under the credit facility. After giving effect to such additional commitments,
the operating subsidiaries will have $256.0 million of revolving credit commitments, which are scheduled to expire on the earliest of: (i) October 10, 2019;
